Class, Layer, X, Y, Z, and Rotation:  Settings similar to other Vectorworks® symbols and objects.    (“Z” is the

distance from the drawing’s ground plane to the bottom of the StageSteps 2 instance.)

Structure:  A popup with choices of basic step unit structures: “Self-Adjusting,” “Frame Free-Standing,” “Solid

Free-Standing,” “Open Free-Standing,” and “Simple.”  For the 3D elements, “Simple” uses settings assigned using

the Vectorworks® Attributes palette.  The other structures’ color and texture attributes are assigned through the

“3D Options” dialog, explained further below.

Create Based On:  Optional methods of creating non-“Self-Adjusting” StageSteps 2 objects: “Stage Height and

Number of Steps” and “Number of Steps and Step Rise.”  (Only enabled if a Structure other than “Self-

Adjusting” is chosen.) 

Stage Height:  The height of stage with which the StageSteps 2 object is intended to work.  If the StageSteps 2 object is

import the height of that object.  (Only enabled if a Create Based On method other than “Number of Steps and

Step Rise” is chosen.) 

Step Unit Width:  The overall width of the step unit - including stringers and frames (but not rails).

Stringer Length:  The length of the main side braces or stringers for a “Self-Adjusting” step unit.  (Only enabled if the

“Self-Adjusting” Structure is chosen.)

Stringer Width:  The width of stringers (or the main side braces “Self-Adjusting” step units).  (Only enabled if the

“Self-Adjusting” or “Open Free-Standing” Structure is chosen.)

Stringer Type:  The type of side stringer for “Open Free-Standing” Structures - “Inside” or “Outside.”  (Only enabled if

the “Open Free-Standing” Structure is chosen.)

Add’l Stringers:  The number of additional stringers created in-between the two side stringers for “Open Free-

Standing” step units.  (Only enabled if the “Open Free-Standing” Structure is chosen.)

Side Stringer Indent:  The distance the “Open Free-Standing” step unit side stringers will be inset relative to the step

ends.  (Only enabled if the “Open Free-Standing” Structure and the “Inside” Stringer Type are chosen.)

Draw Arrow:  A pop-up of options to add a direction arrow:  “None,” “Up,” or “Down.”  (“Up” or “Down” text

visibility and attributes are controlled via the “Text Options...” dialog.  See page 18 for more information.)

Arrow Size:  The size (in drawing units) for the direction arrow head.  (Only enabled if a “Draw Arrow” option other

than “None” is chosen.)

Step Details:

Number of Steps:  The number of steps to be created, not including one at stage height.

Add Top Step at Stage Height:  A toggle to add a step at stage height.  .  (Only enabled if a Structure other than

“Self-Adjusting” is chosen.)

Top Step Height:  The calculated height of the top step.

Single Step Rise:  The vertical step-to-step rise distance.  If any of the non-“Self-Adjusting” Structures and the

“Number of Steps and Step Rise” Create Based On option are chosen, this is an editable value.  Otherwise, it is

feedback-only.

Step Thickness:  The thickness of an individual step.  (Only enabled if a Structure other than “Simple” or “Solid

Free-Standing” is chosen.) 

Single Step Depth:  The depth of an individual step.

Nosing Depth:  The depth of the nosing added to individual “Open Free-Standing” step unit steps.  (Only enabled if the

“Open Free-Standing” Structure is chosen.)

Top Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the step tops as assigned through the “3D Options” dialog.

Trim Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the step trims as assigned through the “3D Options” dialog.

Pitch (calculated):

Angle:  Calculated step unit pitch in terms of angle (degrees).

Ratio (rise:run):  Calculated step unit pitch in terms of rise: run ratio (1:xx).

Percent (Grade):   Calculated step unit pitch in terms of percent or grade.

Leg/Structure Details:

Profile:  The tube profile of each leg or appropriate structure piece:  “Square,” “Octagonal,” or “Round.”

Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the legs and/or supporting structure as assigned through the “3D Options”

dialog.

Railing Details:

Show Left and Show Right: A toggle to display step unit railings.

Height:  The height of the railing(s).

Add’l Whole Railings:  The number of whole railing assembliess created in-between the two side railings.  (Only

enabled if both “Show Left” and “Show Right” are chosen and the “Simple,” “Solid Free-Standing,” or “Open

Free-Standing” Structure is chosen.)

Add’l Horiz. Bars:  The number of additional horizontal railing bars on a given step unit side.  (Only enabled if a

Structure other than “Self-Adjusting” is chosen.)

Add’l Uprights:  The number of additional vertical railing supports on a given step unit side railing assembly.  (Only

enabled if a Structure other than “Self-Adjusting” is chosen.)

Profile:  The tube profile of the railings(s):  “Square,” “Octagonal,” or “Round.”

Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the railing(s) as assigned through the “3D Options” dialog.

3D Options...:  Opens the “3D Options” dialog, through which colors and/or textures are assigned to 3D parts.  (See

Position:  A place for entering a note about the step unit’s position.

Purpose:  A place for entering a note about the step unit’s purpose.

Set Cart ID:  A place for entering text noting the assignment of  the step unit to a given set cart.

Brand:  A place for entering text noting the brand of the step unit.

Model:  A place for entering text noting the model of the step unit.

Vendor:  A place for entering text noting the vendor of the step unit.

Note:  A place for entering any general notes about the step unit.

Class, Layer, X, Y, Z, and Rotation:  Settings similar to other Vectorworks® symbols and objects.    (“Z” is the

distance from the drawing’s ground plane to the bottom of the StageRamp 2 instance.)

Structure:  A popup with choices of basic ramp structures: “Legs,” “Ramp-Only,” “Solid,” “Truck Ramp,” and

“Simple.”  For the 3D elements, “Simple” uses settings assigned using the Vectorworks® Attributes palette.  The

other structures’ color and texture attributes are assigned through the “3D Options” dialog, explained further

below.

Height:  The height of the ramp - or the stage with which the StageRamp 2 object is intended to work.  If the

StageRamp 2 object is inserted on the edge of a StageDeck 2, StagePlug 2, or Spotlight® Stage object, the

StageRamp 2 object will import the height of that object.

Extend Legs/Structure:  The distance to extend the ramp’s legs or structure below the StageRamp 2 instance’s “Z”

measurement.  (Only enabled if the “Legs,” “Solid,” or “Simple” “Structure” is chosen.)

Width:  The overall width of the ramp, not including rails.

Create Based On: A pop-up containing optional methods of creating ramp geometry: “Ramp Length,” “Floor Length,”

“Pitch Angle,” “Pitch Ratio,” or “Pitch Percent.”  (When one option is chosen, the appropriate parameter [of the

next 5] is made editable.  The other 4 become calculated values.)

Ramp Length:  The length of the actual ramp deck.

Floor Length:  The length of the ramp, relative to its “floor run.”

Make Bottom End Vertical: A toggle to make the bottom end of the ramp vertical for mating with other model

geometry, such as StageDeck 2 objects.  (Only enabled if the “Legs” or “Ramp Only” “Structure” is chosen.)

Draw Arrow: A pop-up of options to add a direction arrow:  “None,” “Up,” or “Down”.  (“Up” or “Down” text

visibility and attributes are controlled via the “Text Options...” dialog.  See page 18 for more information.)

Arrow Size:  The size (in drawing units) for the direction arrow head.  (Only enabled if a “Draw Arrow” option other

than “None” is chosen.)

Pitch (calculated):

Angle:  The ramp pitch or grade in terms of  angle degrees.

Ratio (rise:run):  The ramp pitch or grade in terms of rise: run ratio (1:xx).

Percent (Grade):  The ramp pitch or grade in terms of percent.

Ramp Deck Details:

Top Thickness:  The thickness of the ramp’s deck top.

Top Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the ramp’s deck top as assigned through the “3D Options” dialog.

Trim Height:  The height of the trim surrounding the ramp’s deck top.  (Disabled if the “Solid” or “Simple” Structure

is chosen.)

Trim Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the deck trim as assigned through the “3D Options” dialog.

(Disabled if the “Solid” or “Simple” Structure is chosen.)

Leg/Structure Details:

Diameter:  The diameter of each leg.  (Only enabled if the “Legs” Structure is chosen.)

Profile:  The tube profile of each leg:  “Square,” “Octagonal,” or “Round.”  (Only enabled if the “Legs” Structure is

chosen.)

Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the legs and/or supporting structure as assigned through the “3D Options”

dialog.

Reference Spacing:   The ideal leg-to-leg spacing you wish.  StageRamp2 will calculate the best actual spacing based

on even divisions of the length of a given deck side.  (Only enabled if the “Legs” Structure is chosen.)

Leg Total:  The total number of legs created by the StageRamp 2 object.

Railing Details:

Show Left and Show Right: A toggle to display ramp railings.

Height:  The height of the railing(s).

Add’l Whole Railings:  The number of whole railing assemblies created in-between the two side railings.  (Only

enabled if both “Show Left” and “Show Right” are chosen.)

Add’l Horiz. Bars:  The number of additional horizontal railing bars on a given ramp side.

Add’l Uprights:  The number of additional vertical railing supports on a given ramp railing assembly.

Profile:  The tube profile of the rail(s):  “Square,” “Octagonal,” or “Round.”

Color/Texture:  The Color and/or Texture of the railing(s) as assigned through the “3D Options” dialog.

3D Options...:  Opens the "3D Options" dialog, through which colors and/or textures are assigned to 3D parts.  (See

page 18 for more information.)

Position:  A place for entering a note about the ramp’s position.

Purpose:  A place for entering a note about the ramp’s purpose.

Set Cart ID:  A place for entering text noting the assignment of  the ramp to a given set cart.

Brand:  A place for entering text noting the brand of the ramp .

Model:  A place for entering text noting the model of the ramp .

Vendor:  A place for entering text noting the vendor of the ramp .

Cost:  A place for entering the cost of the ramp .

Note:  A place for entering any general notes about the ramp.

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3D Options dialog
 

This dialog opens when you click the “3D Options...” button in the Object Info Palette.  Different items are enabled or disabled depending on

the options that are selected for a given object 
 

Color:   Possible attributes for the 3D portions of the Staging ToolSet 2 objects.  Included here

are basic colors, “Class Textures” (only present if the given part is assigned to a Class in

the "Class Options..." dialog), and “Custom Texture,” which assigns the texture picked in

the “Custom Texture” pop-up.    

 

Custom Texture: Renderworks® textures available to the selected Staging ToolSet 2 object. 

This list is populated with textures contained in the current document, in files in the

default Renderworks® and Spotlight® Stage texture folders, and in the on-line Service

Select library.  (Only enabled if the “Custom Texture” color is chosen.)

To Assign Textures By-Class:

1) The given part MUST be assigned to a Class in the "Class Options..." dialog.  (See

below.)

2) The Class for the given part MUST be set to assign textures.  (Both boxes checked in

the “Other” tab at the bottom of the Vectorworks® “Edit Class(es)” dialog.)

3) “Class Textures” MUST be chosen in the Color pop-up.

Text Options dialog
 

This dialog opens when you click the “Text Options...” button in the Object Info Palette.  Below is the dialog for StageDeck 2.  The dialogs

for the other tools are similar, but contain different items appropriate for each.
  

Elements to Show:

A list of potential text elements that can be shown as part of the given

Staging ToolSet 2 model.  Only items appropriate for a given Staging

ToolSet 2 object’s settings  will be enabled.
 

Primary Units and Secondary Units:  Options of units used when

displaying text elements that include dimensions.  “Drawing Units” uses

the current drawing’s default units settings. Other options are select

commonly-used Imperial and Metric units.
 

Include “+” with Height:  A toggle to include the “+” symbol with Height

text.
 

Show Element Labels:  A toggle to show or hide labels for each of the

individual text elements.
 

Text Attributes:

Keep Text Horizontal:  Keeps text horizontal, regardless of the Staging

ToolSet 2 object’s rotation angle.

Fill Text Background:  Makes text background opaque.

Size:  The size of the text element, in points.

Color:  The color of the text element using the Vectorworks® Color Picker.

Horizontal and Vertical Alignment:  Options for setting text alignment and

justification.
 

Display:   Choices of view(s) in which to display text:  “Top/Plan Only” or

“Top/Plan and 3D.”  (The same text and positioning is used for all views.)
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Parts Classes dialog

Class Prefix:  The prefix that will be applied to each suggested Class generated if the “Assign Default Classes

With Prefix” button is clicked. 

Assign Default Classes With Prefix:  A button to populate each of the Class Pop-Ups with suggested Class

names, each (except for “Loci”) with the prefix as entered in the “Class Prefix” box.

Tops and Treads, Trim, Borders, etc.:  Class Pop-Ups specifying the Class to which the given part is assigned. 

Existing Classes can be chosen or new Classes can be created on-the-fly. “<StageDeck 2 Class>” signifies

that the individual part is simply using the given object’s overall Class.  By-default, “Loci” are assigned to

the “NonPlot-Loci” Class and all other parts are assigned to the  object’s overall Class (the rough

equivalent of leaving the previous Staging ToolSet 2 versions’ “Class Parts...” box un-ticked ).

In the example to the left...

Borders and Legs and Structures are using the StageDeck 2 object’s overall Class.

Tops and Treads, Trim, and Loci  are all assigning the given parts to Classes generated by clicking the

"Assign Default Classes With Prefix” button.

Railings, Wheels, and Text are assigning elements to custom Classes.
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
